e Letters, numbers, punctuation and spaces are all considered characters.

e Only one style lettering-- Vermarco Font ---3/4 inch size-- and all capital letters only. (see example below)
o All engravings will be proofed by a Beautification Commission representative.

e  Placing of bricks will be at the discretion of the Commission.

e Not responsible for any future damage to brick.

e A minimum of 10 orders is needed to start an engraving session, or September 1° deadline
